A 

survey for an 

additional water 

source in the form of a sand 

dam is being reviewed, 

and a proposed tree nurs-

ery will be planted in the 

future.

  In early May Dean Warren 

traveled to Kenya to meet 

with CBF Missionary Sam 

Harrell.  They visited Col-

lege Parkõs funded Inte-

grated Child Development 

Center in rural western 

Kenyaõs Nakwijit commu-

nity.  The ICDC provides a 

solid structure for learning 

with real benches and 

desks and blackboards. 

Previously the children sat 

on logs or rocks in a stick 

and mud structure or under 

a tree to attend school.  The 

ICDC also provides a place 

for immunizations and mos-

quito nets to be delivered 

and has water tanks to 

catch rain to offer a clean 

water source for the stu-

dents.  

  Our goal in building this 

structure and funding the 

center has now shifted to 

enable the community to 

take over the financial obli-

gations and become self 

sufficient.  To assist the 

community in becoming 

self sufficient we are help-

ing develop their bee 

keeping and honey produc-

tion through the introduc-

tion of modern technolo-

gies.  Sam Harrell has de-

livered Langstroth bee 

hives, which will produce a 

clearer and less smoky 

honey, a more desirable 

product to market.  African 

Bee Keepers, the company 

Sam partners with, pro-

vides education and assis-

tance in the new bee keep-

ing method for the Nakwijit 

community and has agreed 

to purchase all honey pro-

duced by the new hives.  At 

present the hives are hang-

ing in trees waiting for the 

bees to swarm and inhabit 

the white box structures as 

pictured.  Once the bees 

are in the hives, the hives 

will be transferred to 

stands and honey may be 

harvested between Sep-

tember and December.  

  Besides assisting the com-

munity in income genera-

tion, we have added to the 

ICDC grounds a swing set 

for the children and a pe-

rimeter fence to keep the 

goats out.  The goats like 

the shade of the building 

and lean against the struc-

ture and rub off the paint.  

The fence will take care of
